Reimbursement for COVID-19 Costs

CARES ACT - SECTION 3610
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▪ Authorizes, but does not require, reimbursement

▪ 40 Hours per week

▪ Applicable March 27 - September 30, 2020 

▪ Limited to available funding

– Cares Act Appropriations, OR

– Any funds otherwise legally available

Limitations on Reimbursement

CARES ACT – SECTION 3610
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▪ Guidance not consistent across agencies

▪ DOD has issued good guidance
